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Reading aloud

· Limited supply of reading material, people dependent on each other for information and ideas 人與人之間關係緊密而不平等
· Communal activity, involving a number of people focused on listening and giving on-the-spot comments，及時互動交談，有助於consensus-building

Emergence of silent reading

· Availability of reading materials—the printing press

· Rate of literacy increases

· Leisure time for reading

· 由以上物質條件促成
· Private thoughts/ideas

· Diversity in values

Creation of inner world

· Reading as solitary and private; occupying reader’s senses to separate her from the world

· Different relation between reader and book—no longer unreachable sacred text, mediated through authorities, but now close companion in hours of quiet meditation or leisure

· New forms of piety—new individuated relation to the divine, no longer supervised by church authority

Reading as emancipation

· Liberated from traditional ways of life（社群為主）and traditional ways of worshipping（教堂主導）
· Lutherans encouraged believers to read/face the sacred word以便削弱教堂權威
· 壓力：Not being able to read and participate in religious gatherings would bring shame

Yet not so rosy

· Lutheran pastors still command teaching and interpretation of the Bible

· Popular religious instruction still depends on memorization; no room for personal interpretation

· End of 17th century—Pietists pushed for vigorous Christian life and individual piety; literacy education became necessary

Hostility to writing 下層觀點
· Medium of power of the authorities: parchments of writing meant only more trouble or unfulfilled obligations宣告了賦稅帳款徵兵懲罰
· Method of domination:黑紙白字構成執法基礎，也形成無形魔力
· 就一般人民而言Oral proclamation still commands truthfulness and credibility 面對面的溝通才有現實感
Hostility to printing 識者憂心
· Corrupts texts: circulate hastily produced, faulty editions for profit; errors and absurdities

· Corrupted minds: immoral and heretic texts spread to feeble and vulgar minds

· Corrupted knowledge: debases it as the poor enjoy access

Dissemination of knowledge

· Overabundance of texts: everyone thinks of himself as a scholar書與識字不再是優勢標記
· Access to knowledge no longer a taboo, no longer limited

· Previous monopoly of knowledge now shaken: authority changed from the hands of priests to the hands of intellectuals

Abundance of texts

· Changed how intellectual work is done: used to be memorization, now cross-referencing

· Energy focus changed from hearing to sight: silent and private reading; reader becoming audacious (heretical, critical, erotic texts)

· Number and type of books owned mark identity of owners 改變書在生活和社會裡的意義
Space and manners

· The study as space for silent reading and meditation; privatization and contemplative but still overlooking household

· Reading for middle-class women; romantic fiction, abandonment, sentiment-formation

· Idleness, sensual pleasure, secret intimacy for women 男性角度的負面理解
Spoken text

· Reading infiltrated into various activities: family reading, travel reading, group reading 變成新的社群活動，但是－－
· 作者仍說，個人默讀固然鼓勵個人反省，然而即使是群體朗讀，也不會阻止個人深思，仍相互交換眼色，迴避他人目光，有很多內在心靈活動同時進行中
