此外，有準備到的題目與自我介紹間仍缺乏多樣性，導致重複說明自己的背景與未來的願景，但這樣的失誤也讓我發現話語的層次所在，所謂用語言左右別人不僅指個詞單句，還包括語言連貫的表達，因此對於面試官最後問的未來五年計畫，課後我想出其實可特別點出韓語專長來增強自己開拓國際市場的企圖心，尤其韓國文化立國的特色，可呼應我強調當今雜誌作為文化商品的重要性。

看過影片後我則認為自己最大的缺點就是講話不夠準確，有些回答意思有到，但因不修邊幅而未將資訊完整且適切地收錄進語句當中，或者甚至有些時候答非所問，話在重述履歷上的列項後才講到答題重點。儘管模擬面試前有備著可能會用到的專業性用語，但正式面試時因沒有組織好自己想講的話，導致話說出口了專業性仍顯不足。另外，我還注意到自己眼神和表情的問題，從影片的角度看來，我有點斜視兩位面試官而非平視，課後練習才發現將頭抬高一點可改善自己不自然的注視角度，而表情部分似乎缺少微笑，所以讓人感到有距離感。

總結來說，在這次面試經驗後我認為面試前的準備功課是最重要且最有意義的，這過程不僅包括個人自我介紹的擬稿，還有研究如何包裝自己的生命經驗以及如何串連每項經歷與應徵工作之間的關係，像是我被問到過去在印刷公司包裝設計的工作，後來才反思到自己當時應該多說明印刷與雜誌之間的美學關連，再輾轉聲明自己為何覺得雜誌是文化商品的才對，這樣的答題才是比較有層次的，但絕對需要事前對形容自己事蹟的方式有很好的掌握。

Next, how did I deal with failure?
