I support hair style regulation! 
A few years ago, hair style regulation was still a hot issue in Taiwan.  In those days, a vote was taken on the internet and almost 93 percent of people below 18 opposed hair style regulation.  This overwhelming result showed that there was a huge demand for liberalization of hair styles for students.  For those who are eager for change, hair style regulation stands to hinder their body autonomy; it was considered a remainder of old authoritative times.  But, in my view, I believe that hair style regulation should still be conducted in Taiwan’s school system.  I support hair style regulation—to a certain extent! 
Teachers, parents and some other adults who still hold unto their traditional moral principles claim that the removal of the hair style regulation will disturb and affect students’ studies and induce them to commit crimes which are usually associated with odd hairstyles.  Adults are firmly convinced that students should retain their simplicity and changing hairstyle equals to making mistakes.  I absolutely don’t agree with them, since there is no evidence to prove that the lifting of the hair style regulation will influence students’ grades or lead them into crimes.  But, I do believe that the abolishment of hair style regulation will have negative effect on students: there will be higher peer pressure on account of appearances, economic pressure to follow fashion trends, and pressure on time spent to maintain the hairstyle.

Students in Taiwan’s junior and senior highs are not yet stable and can be easily influenced by their classmates.  Because the school system is quite rigid, students are not allowed to choose their own classes; the school will arrange class schedules for each student.  Likewise, our parents are also quite protective.  They would not let children get in touch with anything unrelated to schoolwork.  All this creates a very close-minded environment where conformity is considered a virtue.  If the hair style regulation is lifted, it is understandable that students who are so used to being told what to do would also feel the pressure of following their classmates.  If a student doesn’t change his/her hairstyle in fashion or has a totally different hairstyle from others, obviously, he/she will very likely be disliked and crowded out by other students.  But if we keep the hair style regulation, then every student dresses in the same way.  There would be very little pressure to be different; you are required to be the same anyway.
Furthermore, arrangement of hairstyle takes time, not to mention money.  Today’s hairstyles are varied and changeful.  If you hope to keep your hair style in good shape, you need to go to the hairdressers frequently.  Also, the present hair fashion calls for mousses and dyes, both will cost a lot of money and a lot of time.  You’re your hair is dyed, you will have to have it dyed again in a couple of months, or else you will have very ugly looking hair color.  And every dying takes a lot of time and a lot of money again.  Obviously, the abolishment of haircut regulation will increase students’ expenditure and pressure.
I have to say, I support hair style regulation to a certain extent, but I’m not a person who is fettered by old convictions or committed to anti-liberalism.  To be honest, stipulations of hair style regulation should center upon its improvement, not its abolishment.  For example, traditional hair style regulation rules that boys should keep crew cuts and girls’ hair length shouldn’t exceed the ears.  If students didn’t meet these requirements, punishments were always strict and disrespectful.  Some even had their hair cut in public by the teachers as penalty.  I think this is why students are so strongly against such regulation.  Apparently, these rules need to be adjusted for today’s society.  I would very much like to see restrictions and punishments loosened and transformed into something else, through dialogs and negotiations between schools, students, and parents.  As a matter of fact, this process would be a very good lesson for everyone involved to learn about respect and democracy.
