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The Middle East has gone through a rapid transformation in the past three years as the Syrian civil war broke the country apart
and blurred the borders with neighboring states. The Islamic State (previously known as ISIS) and ethnic Kurds have taken full
advantage of the power vacuum, with implications for years if not decades to come.
